MARROGI is alleged to be the head of an Organised Crime group dubbed ‘Notorious Crime
Family’ or ‘NCF’. Membership of this group is similar to other Organised Crime groups in
that there is a syndicate head, members must abide by a number of rules and in some
instances members are identifiable by having an NCF tattoo. NCF members are recruited
from within the Assyrian criminal community and the Victorian Prison system.
